Dear Shareholder,


Please find enclosed a Notice of Special Meeting of Shareholders, Proxy Information Statement, and Proxy in connection with a Special Meeting called for January 13, 2009.


I am pleased to report that Full Circle Image, Inc. has entered into a letter of intent to acquire the intellectual property and business model created and developed by James B. Morris, Jr., PhD. principally for the restaurant and food service industry, but applicable for other uses. Upon your approval and consummation of the acquisition of the intellectual property (the “IP Acquisition”) transaction, Dr. Morris will become the controlling shareholder, Chairman of the Board of Directors, and Chief Executive Officer. We will change our name to eLecere Corporation, and the principal offices will relocate to Naples, Florida. I will retire as a director and officer, but continue as a consultant during the transition period. 


Assuming that the prospective IP Acquisition is consummated, we will issue a sufficient number of our shares of Common Stock to Dr. Morris that will result in his initially owning approximately 85% of our Common Stock on a fully-diluted basis taking into consideration certain outstanding stock options, warrants and conversion rights. Dr. Morris informs us that shortly after the consummation of the IP Acquisition transaction that he intends to cause eLecere Corporation to undertake a private placement offering seeking approximately $5,000,000 of new equity capital. In addition, he informs us that he intends to cause eLecere Corporation to file a Form 10KSB registration statement with the Securities and Exchange Commission thus becoming a reporting company. 

Full Circle Image, Inc. has not been able to successfully implement its proposed business plan, has become insolvent and has ceased business operations except for winding up. Rather than just closing the doors, we undertook an investigation of possible other business opportunities for our shareholders. We were introduced to Dr. Morris, and after investigating his prospective business plan and willingness to undertake the responsibility of recapitalizing the company we concluded that the prospective IP Acquisition transaction is in the best interests of the shareholders which final decision, however, we are leaving to you. 

Although we are confident the prospective IP Acquisition transaction will be consummated, it is very complex because of the legal, tax and financing matters and, therefore, there is no assurance that the transaction will be concluded. However, in the spirit of moving towards the prospective transaction consummation there are several matters that require our shareholders’ action, namely: your approval of the IP Acquisition, your approval of modifications to our current articles of incorporation, your election of Dr. Morris and his designated nominees to our board of directors, and adoption and/or approval of other actions discussed in the accompanying Proxy Information Statement. The finality of the legal effect of these shareholder actions will not occur, however, until the IP Acquisition transaction is consummated; if the transaction is not concluded, the shareholder actions will be null and void.            


As the prospective transaction proceeds, we intend to keep you informed of events as they occur. Moreover, there can be no assurance that the prospective IP Acquisition will be consummated, and if consummated, there can be no assurance that new eLecere Corporation will be achieve its proposed business plan, achieve profitable business operations, or be of benefit to you personally. 

Needless to say, I am very pleased to inform you of this most interesting project and look forward to seeing you at the special meeting on January 13.
